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Guidelines for Exhibition Proposals 
NCECA encourages the exhibition of every type of ceramic artwork ranging from historical, functional to cutting edge mixed-media installation artwork. We are enthusiastic about the excellent exhibitions our members organize for each conference. As a coordinating organization, NCECA will help our membership by attempting to place shows with available gallery spaces. We will list the selected shows in the Conference Exhibitions Guide as well as submitting the list to Ceramics Monthly for publication prior to the upcoming conference. We cannot guarantee that all selected exhibitions will be on the conference bus route.

Please be aware of the following priorities, which will result in a successful exhibition during the upcoming conference from a proposal you are submitting.

Priority is given to shows that are:

· Curated with a cohesive theme and presented in a professional manner.

· Involve fewer participants, as galleries are not as receptive to exhibitions with a large number of artists.

Process:

· Please complete the Online Proposal Form with a concise and descriptive paragraph about the show, include resumes and artist statements, and a main contact person/curator who will be responsible for organizing the exhibition. 
· All submissions are transitioning to PowerPoint presentations. 8-12 images need to be submitted on a CD (PC / MAC compatible) with digital file images no larger than 300 dpi. Image work samples representative of the proposal need to be labeled with artist name, title, date, dimensions and medium. After you have sent in your proposals, a panel of selected professionals from the host city and the exhibition director will make recommendations to galleries, art centers and school related galleries who have committed to showing ceramic artwork during the upcoming conference. 

If your proposal is selected, the On-Site Liaisons will then have the selected organizations (galleries and other sites) contact you within four to six months after the initial proposal deadline.  When you have been contacted by the selected venue, please make an immediate confirmation with the host gallery, art center, or other type of site responsible for your show. NCECA advises that you ask for or provide AN OFFICIAL WRITTEN AGREEEMENT WITH THE HOST SITE.  The contact person or gallery representative from the host organization will communicate directly to the contact person responsible for organizing and submitting the show. All communication should take place between these two parties. 

NCECA, its On-Site Liaisons, the Exhibition Director or any NCECA Board or Staff members are not responsible for problems occurring between the gallery sites and the curator or artists after the host gallery has accepted them.
